Many of the world's people missing from God's
family live in concentrated pockets of lostness. They
number more than 1.5 billion people, and not only
are they missing, they are missing the opportunity
to even hear the Gospel. Of course, the total number
of lost people in the world is much greater — but
those living in pockets of lostness are hidden be-
hind barriers that shield them from a Christian wit-
ness. The pockets we are focusing on in 2009 com-
prise:

e About 40 nations and 700 languages
e 34 percent Muslim

e 32 percent Hindu

e 13.5 percent animist

e 6 percent Buddhist

e 6 percent unknown religion

e 4 percent nonreligious/other
