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  Last year we vowed 100 Hours of Prayer in preparation 

for our Easter outreach effort.  We saw a 50% increase in 

last yearôs Easter attendance from the previous year.  I 

attribute that directly to God honoring our requests for a 

great outreach. 

   This year we are going to double our resolve.  During 

the month of March, Pastor Eades is encouraging the 

church to pray for all of the outreach events, including 

door hangers, prayer walking, and the Easter Service 

itself.  We are spreading the prayer time throughout the 

entire month, not just the Holy Week before Easter.  

   You might only be able to commit to a 15 minute time 

span.  Or you might be able to join Pastor Eades, his 

wife, and several others, in committing to pray twice a 

week, specifically for our Easter outreach. 

   Pastor Eades will provide all participants with sug-

gested prayer days as well as a handout to help guide 

you in your prayer time.
