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Godôs Names Reveal His Nature 

 We all know what this is a picture of.  But 

imagine, just for a moment, that you had 

never seen this creature.  What if all you 

knew was that there was an animal with this 

feature.  We might call this creature, ñTrunk 

Nose,ò ñLong Schnozzleò or ñSharp Tooth.ò  

All of these names would reveal something 

true about this creature.  If that is all we ever 

saw, we could share in discussion about this animal, conjecture that 

it had the ability to use itôs nose in amazing ways, and try not to 

make this creature angry enough to use its trunk against us.ò  Now 

imagine if someone showed us a picture of this animalôs ears, then 

feet, and then body.  Our understanding of this animal would grow 

by leaps and bounds. We could better relate to it, understand its 

power,  and gain even greater respect for this elephant. 

 On Wednesday nights we are having a series on the names of God.  

These are more than just different things to call Him, because when 

God shares with us one of His names, He is revealing to us some-

thing about Himself.  He is opening Himself up to be known and to 

having a relationship with us. The first name we studied, ñYahwehò 

helps us understand that God is eternal and constant, and that He 

cares for His people.  We will be learning additional names like, 

ñAdonayò and ñEsh Oklah.ò  Most all of us have already been taught 

names and title for God such as Lord and Messiah.
